Please note that FACTS only processes the applications.  The decisions for granting or denying 

requests for assistance are made separately by:  The Archdiocese of Baltimore, St. Philip Neri Parish, 

and St. Philip Neri School.  These decisions are made during the March-April time frame.  Applicants 

will receive a response in May.

APPLICATION AND SUBMISSION OF PROPER DOCUMENTATION.
